I just took a quick look and everything looked okay.  The only thing that I can think of is that it is on the 4HR timeframe, so there could have been a fresh cross on the current candle, which would have lasted until the end of the 4 hour period.  I just threw it on a 4HR GBPJPY and it hasn't taken a trade in 20 minutes.

Are you using it on a live account?  

I wouldn't suggest it just yet.  Test it on a demo first to make sure that the forward testing matches the backtesting..

These are the default settings.  I was curious about the take profit of 1500, stop of 200 and trail of 2000.  It must have some other close routine than these numbers.

I just took a look at the code and it's REALLY basic.  I remember when someone first put the link on to the system. It's actually called the Smart S System and can be found here:
http://forexsmarts.blogspot.com/2007/10/setting-up-eurusd-4h.html

When I coded it to the systems specs, I couldn't make it work for anything( I even tried using it on the EURUSD which he recommended).  Results were lousy, so I just took out some stuff. It also used sar and a 8/21 crossover

In the end, it actually ended up being
Stoch(20,6,16)
MACD(13,21,8)

When they're both going in the same direction, open a trade.....

That was about it.
